THE MUSEUM (146 avenue de la Plage)
Opened on September 23rd 2006, the museum is in the 
town centre and is dedicated to Contemporary Art. A 
symbol of the cultural dynamism of the town, it is the first 
museum of Contemporary Art in the Hérault region.
